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Yamaha’s V MAX SHO® 150 Another Game Changer
Chattanooga, Tenn., October 29, 2012 – Yamaha Marine Group announced this week the launch of the V MAX SHO 150, a four-stroke outboard with the kind of torque curve and hole shot that bass boaters have come to expect from a machine called V MAX SHO.
“We are very excited to launch the new high-performance V MAX SHO 150,” said Ben Speciale, Yamaha Marine Group President. “The V MAX SHO has great hole shot, acceleration and top-speed performance. It simply outperforms our F150 and two-stroke VZ150.” 

When four-stroke outboards first hit the market, some claimed that due to size and weight, no four stroke would ever perform as well as –

let alone surpass – two-stroke performance. Once again, as it did with VMAX SHO 200, 225 and 250, Yamaha has proven them wrong.  The new Yamaha 
V MAX SHO 150 outperforms Yamaha's two-stroke VZ150 HPDI.

Whether powering a bass boat, flats boat or other performance hull, the 

V MAX SHO 150 truly delivers the performance boaters have come to expect from a Yamaha V MAX SHO while providing all the benefits associated with four-stroke power, including clean, quiet operation and greater fuel efficiency.

The V MAX SHO 150’s 2.8-liter four-cylinder powerhead employs double overhead cams, four-valves per cylinder and counterbalance shafts for extra smooth performance. 

Yamaha’s Variable Camshaft Timing System (VCT) changes the angle of the intake camshaft to dramatically increase power and throttle response in the low- and mid-rpm ranges, generating great acceleration and hole shot.
The V MAX SHO 150 looks fast, with a special paint scheme and exhaust that set it apart from lesser outboards.
In Yamaha hole shot tests, the V MAX SHO 150 was within a tenth of a second of Yamaha’s two-stroke VZ150.  It was much quicker than the Yamaha F150 and considerably quicker than a competitor's new, 2-valve-per-cylinder, four-stroke 150. In speed tests, the four-stroke V MAX SHO 150 produced a top speed better than that of the two-stroke Yamaha VZ150. It was also faster than the Yamaha F150 and beat a competitor's new 2-valve-per-cylinder four-stroke 150. 
Not only is it quick and fast, the V MAX SHO 150 is light. At 480 pounds, the four-stroke V MAX SHO 150 weighs just 12 pounds more than Yamaha's two-stroke VZ150. 
Considering the weight of the oil tank used with a two-stroke outboard, the V MAX SHO 150 weighs about the same on the boat as the VZ150. What's more, not having an oil tank frees up space in the boat.
Another benefit the new V MAX SHO 150 brings to the table is a beefy 50-amp alternator with 11 percent more charging power than that of the VZ150. 

As for rigging, the V MAX SHO 150 is designed to be rigged with mechanical controls for easy use with most bass, bay and flats boats. The outboard functions with analog, 6Y5 digital or Command Link® gauges.  It can also be rigged to external NMEA 2000® compatible displays. 

The VMAX SHO 150 uses Yamaha’s V MAX SHO Series of propellers, which now offer single-inch pitches for more "dialed in" performance. New 22-inch and 23-inch pitches will be available soon.
The V MAX SHO 150 is also available with Yamaha's optional Y-COP® theft deterrent system.

In addition, the four-stroke V MAX SHO 150 offers fuel consumption that is

30 to 40 percent better than that of traditional carbureted two strokes.
