Customers can access information about their installed Siren 3 device through the Siren Connected Boat mobile app, which combines real-time vessel security as well as multiple and flexible boat monitoring and tracking functions, giving customers the ability to control their boats from their phones or smart watches.
Available in April of 2025, Siren 3 can be installed by boat owners, boat builders or onsite at Yamaha marine dealerships nationwide. Siren 3 MSPR is $299.
